1501 Tombras Avenue and is intended to be a gathering place for various functions, including intimate
gatherings, large events, weddings, corporate functions, and community celebrations.

“We are thrilled to welcome Tara Viland back home to East Ridge,” proclaimed East Ridge Mayor Brian
Williams. “Her experience, leadership, and passion for community-focused events will be a tremendous asset as
we continue to enhance the quality of life and experiences for our residents and visitors.”

Venue 1921 will feature both a spacious indoor event hall (7,000 square feet with the ability to seat 500 guests)
and a flexible outdoor entertainment space. A grand opening celebration is planned for early 2026. Through
collaboration, community driven development, and thoughtful leadership, Viland is dedicated to growing Venue
1921 at East Ridge into an exciting gathering place that reflects the spirit, pride, and momentum of the City.
