EAST RIDGE CHRISTMAS PARADE 2022
RULES & REGULATIONS

Date of parade will be Saturday, November 19, 2022. The parade will begin promptly at 6:30 p.m.; line up will begin at
4:30 p.m. Parade route is on Ringgold Road, lineup will be on Germantown Road, from the Ringgold Road/Germantown
Rd. intersection north on Germantown to South Terrace. Parade route runs from Ringgold Road at Germantown to
Ringgold Road at Tombras Avenue. All parade participants should continue on Tombras Avenue to East Ridge City
Hall to disperse/dismantle at that location unless otherwise directed. Rain date will be the following day, Sunday.

November 20, at 2:30pm.

PARADE REGULATIONS

NO OBJECTS shall be thrown to parade spectators INCLUDING CANDY from any entry in the parade. VIOLATORS MAY BE IMMEDIATELY
EJECTED AND WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN FUTURE PARADES. Candy may only be handed out by walkers next to the curb.

» No fireworks or discharge of firearms are allowed.

entries will line up on Germantown Road unless prior authorization is received from City of East Ridge Parade Director.

« Entries must be in their assigned lineup area at the designated time. Late arrivals will have a difficult time getting to the assigned location and may
be ejected from parade lineup.

« Candidates in political campaigns may not participate in the parade (does not apply to elected officials and office holders). « NO
Alcohol ALLOWED and NO Tobacco use during parade route procession.

« Mechanical equipment must be in sound working condition and must carry one or more portable emergency fire extinguishers and must be covered
by adequate liability insurance.

- Units may contain no element higher than 13 feet, to provide clearance of overhead wires and traffic lights.

« The parade will move at the rate of approximately 2.5 mph. No unit incapable of maintaining that pace for the duration of the parade will be
included.

« Car club entries may be asked to double up in the parade depending on number of entries and length of parade. »

Security arrangements for the parade entries are the sole responsibility of the parade participant.

« Placement of the parade entries in the lineup is the responsibility of the City of East Ridge.

« Individuals and organizations in the parade are expected to perform courteously, in good taste, and with safety in mind at all times during the
formation, execution, and dismissal of the parade. Officials shall remove any person or unit that in their sole discretion violates this regulation.

« All individuals and organizations participating in the parade are subject to the laws and regulations of the City of East Ridge. Failure to adhere
to those laws and regulations or to obey the lawful command of an official empowered to give such command, will be cause for immediate
removal from the parade and may be cause for arrest and/or fine.

« Decisions related to COVID-19 protocols will be announced closer to parade day.

« Parade officials assigned for that purpose will control the conduct and movement of the parade. Participants will obey the directions of the Parade
Officials as they relate to the parade. Failure to do so will cause the offending individual or unit to be removed from the parade.

- All units must be identified so spectators and officials can easily see the name of each unit or its sponsor. Identification on floats must be on both
sides, running almost the entire length of the float. All identification signs and banners must be displayed in such a way as to assure they can be

seen.
- This is a night parade so lights should be included as part of the decorations.
« Decisions of the parade judges will be final. There will be no duplication of awards.

» Carpooling is encouraged to line up location. One lane of Germantown Road will be open to northbound traffic only for drop off. We will offer
FREE shuttle service for parade participants to easily get to their assigned areas. Locations will be announced prior to the parade meeting.

« Single car and classic car entries must submit photos of the car along with application for approval. This does not apply to car clubs.

. DO NOT STOP IN FRONT OF THE REVIEW STAND! This interrupts the pace of the parade and produces large gaps in the parade
procession.

« To avoid confusion please do not include a “Santa” in your entry, he will be at the end of the parade.

« Parade will be postponed only in case of heavy rain. Call (423) 260-9130 by 3:00 pm on parade day to inquire of cancellation or postponement. There willbe a
voice message giving instructions if this should occur. Rainout date will be the following day (Sunday) at 2:30pm.

Attention Classic Car Entries!
